COMPOSE when talking about the PAST.

All verbs learned this year, including

Using pronouns ME, TE, NOUS, VOUS.

Exemples: || me parle, je te parle, il
nous parle, je vous parle.

In PRESENT, IMPARFAIT, and PASSE COMPOSE

Alternating between SAVOIR and CONNAITRE

Connaitre: DIRECT and PERSONNAL
knowledge of a person or a place.

Savoir: Abstract, factual knowledge

Interrogative adjective QUEL(S), QUELLE(S)

Questions with QUI/QUE/QUOI

Négation with ne...rien - ne...plus - ne...jamais n-
ne...personne.

Geographical prepositions: en, au, aux, a, a la, de, de la,
du, des, le, I, I, les, or using nothing.

Exemples: je vais en France, je viens de
Paris, j'aime Paris, j'habite a Paris, etc.

Relative pronouns: QUI, QUE, OU
