Do's and Don'ts of 

Mentorship QuestionsFeel free to get lunch or 

coffee with your mentee; do 

not date your mentee

NO alcohol - drinking or 

purchasing - with your 

mentee

Reach out to your mentee at 

least 2x /quarter

It is particularly 

recommended that you reach 

out to your mentee at the 

start of the quarter and at 

midterms

Give advice on classes, 

homework, professors, 

internships, scholarships, etc 

Bring them to CS club events 

Suggest participation in 

greater CS tech community 

DO ask your mentor about 

classes and instructors 

DO ask about getting 

involved in CS-related extra- 

curriculars

DO ask for career, 

internship, or scholarship 

advice

DO ask your mentor about 

tutoring hours

DO NOT ask for homework 

help 

Have a discussion on the 

appropriate modes of contact 

(email, phone, or both?)

Have a discussion on the 

frequency of check-ins, if 

any

Attend monthly gatherings-- 

there will be food!
