Native Shade Garden

Out with the English Ivy!  In with a planting of a lively mix of native plants that thrive in shady, understory conditions. Replacing a monoculture of invasive ivy provides habitat for wildlife that has co-evolved with these native plants and supports a balanced ecosystem. 

Pollinators’ Garden

All the plants in this bed are chosen for their ability to attract pollinating insects. Native bees, wasps, and flies pollinate plants that provide seeds, berries and fruits for song birds and other wildlife, in addition to adding their valuable services to fruit tree and crop pollination.
