ABOUT THE PROGRAM 

The interdisciplinary arts major builds on the cross-
disciplinary nature of the Seattle University arts 

departments by allowing students to choose a 

specialization within the arts while they also integrate 

courses from other art forms. For example, one student 

interested in musical performance might choose to 

bridge theatre and music, while another student might 

combine music and visual art courses to round out a 

specialization in production theatre. Individual programs 

are designed in consultation with a faculty advisor. The 

Department of Performing Arts and Arts Leadership offers 

an exciting and unique opportunity for interdisciplinary 

study in the arts. While the emphasis track is specific to 

theatre, this program requires students to take courses 

outside the chosen field; students are encouraged to 

explore the endless possibilities that exist between 

theatre and other art forms. 

UNIVERSITY CORE REQUIREMENTS 

Degrees offered: BA 

Students who complete an approved Associates 

degree (DTA) will be guaranteed junior standing (90 

quarter transfer credits) upon admission to Seattle 

University, and 8 of the 12 University Core requirements 

(including all of UCOR Module I) will be waived. The 

following Core courses must be taken at SU or another 

Jesuit institution: 

UCOR 2100 Theological Explorations 

UCOR 2500 Philosophy of the Human Person 

UCOR 2910 Business Ethics 

Students who complete an Associate of Science-
Transfer Track 1 or 2 degree will also be guaranteed 

junior standing (90 quarter transfer credits) and at least 

7 of the 12 University Core requirements will be waived. 
In addition to the courses listed above, AS-T students 

who have not completed applicable transfer equivalent 

coursework may need to take one of the following 

courses at SU: 

UCOR 1300 Creative Expression 

UCOR 1400 Inquiry Seminar in Humanities 

UCOR 1600 Inquiry Seminar in Social Sciences
